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Abstract

The theory of elemental education is the core of Pestalozzi’s educational thought. Based on the law
that all human abilities develop gradually and cumulatively from the weakest to the strongest, he
believes that elemental education requires that each individual be given a basic education and
thus develop harmoniously in the areas of morality, intellectuality, and physical fitness, and that
each area be developed fully through the “elemental approach”. Pestalozzi’s elemental education
requires both that each person receives a basic education in the moral, intellectual and physical
aspects and thus develops harmoniously, and that each aspect is developed in a comprehensive
way through the “elemental method”, so that all people can receive convenient, systematic and ef-
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fective education. Pestalozzi’s theory of elemental education still has research value in the current
education system of China, and as the main channel of school education for cultivating morality, it
is still necessary to explore in depth the significance of the theory of elemental education for cul-
tivating young people’s growth and success in the ideology courses of colleges and universities.
