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Abstract

Since ancient times, the Chinese nation has always paid attention to the values of family, family
education and family style. This traditional custom has formed a fine traditional family culture
with rich connotation. Family style has the characteristics of the times, so it is necessary to think
about the family style with distinct characteristics of the times, so as to use the family style with
the characteristics of the new era to help the family education in the new era. At present, there are
still some problems in family education in China, such as weak awareness of traditional family
