Therefore, clarifying the scope of responsibility of multiple subjects, strengthening
the synergy of multiple subjects, and establishing a perfect supervision and guarantee mechanism
is a reasonable way to promote the steady progress of ecological restoration work as a whole, and
to build a new ecological concept of nature in which human beings and nature coexist harmnious-

ly.
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
