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Abstract

On the question of what knowledge is, the first definition put forward by Plato through the mouth
of Socrates is “Knowledge is awareness”. Socrates demonstrated step by step by way of fallacy
proof, starting from “man is the measure of all things” and taking knowledge as the premise that
knowledge is a feeling and knowledge always exists, but finally came to the wrong conclusion that
knowledge can be obtained when one opens one’s eyes, while knowledge is lost when one closes
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his eyes. He could not avoid the dilemma between the flow of sensation and the existence of
knowledge, so the conclusion he drew was false. The premise will be overturned.
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
