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Abstract

“Die Heilige Familie” was the first article written by Marx and Engels together, and it played a very
important role in the entire development process of Marxism, and it showed to a large extent the
process of the ideological transformation of Marx and Engels. It criticized the subjective idealism
of the Young Hegelians, revealed the defects of the Hegelian system, and clearly expressed the mass
view of history, making a significant contribution to the formation of the Marxist concept of mass
history. This paper focuses on the origin, meaning, formation process and contemporary value of
the historical concept of the masses in Die Heilige Familie, and makes it clear that it is not the illu-
sory spirit, ideology and heroic individuals who are detached from the masses who create history,
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but the masses of the people who create history.
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
