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Abstract

Polanyi’s theory of tacit knowledge, which was proposed for the first time in personal knowledge
in 1958, breaks the traditional cognitive structure. Japanese scholar Yujiro Nonaka proposed the
SECI model, which describes the transformation between tacit knowledge and explicit knowledge,
based on knowledge classification of Polanyi. Based on the model of SECI, this paper will carry out
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the SPOC teaching design of the college English extensive reading, aiming to transform the English
explicit and tacit knowledge through the four stages of socialization, externalization, combination
and internalization, so as to improve the efficiency of English learning.
