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Abstract

Through statistical analysis of the questionnaires of 8283 students, this study surveys the sta-
tus-quo of the college class teaching from the perspective of the students. Furthermore, the most
urgent problem of college class teaching, and the influence of student gender and grade on the
teaching problems have been identified, which provides factual basis for the design of classroom
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teaching reform. In addition, students’ diverse requirements for college teachers and the most
urgent requirement have been clarified in this paper. The impact of student gender and grade
on college teacher requirements has been analyzed, which points out a way for teacher self-im-
provement.
