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Abstract

Halliday believes that interpersonal function is the use of language to express the relationship
between society and individuals and reflects the identity and status of the speaker. Based on the
interpersonal function theory, this paper makes a comparative analysis of Trump’s and Biden’s
inaugural speeches from the perspectives of mood, person and modality. The research shows that
the two texts have both commonness and individuality. The commonness is: in terms of person,
through the comparative data, it can be concluded that the two use the first person the most fre-
quently and use the third person less. From the perspective of modality, the proportion of medium
value modal verbs is the highest. From the perspective of mood system, they both use a large
number of declarative sentences. The difference is that Biden uses more second person and third
person than trump. In the aspect of modal system, Biden uses high and low modal verbs more fre-
quently.
