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Abstract

This study focuses on an in-depth analysis of the impact of economic system changes on rural
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women’s household status in China. Through a qualitative study of 20 households in X village,
Pinghu City, Zhejiang Province, it was found that although rural women’s household status has
improved, they are still dependent on men for major decisions. Rural revitalisation and tourism
development have provided women with new employment opportunities and economic indepen-
dence, driving changes in gender roles and household power structures. The study reveals the
important role of the division of labour in the household and the restructuring of gender order in
enhancing rural women’s household status, and provides empirical support for the promotion of
gender equality and the improvement of rural women'’s rights and interests.
