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Abstract

Teaching moral conflict is the key to empirical research on teaching moral issues. In order to ex-
plore the status and development trend of studies on teaching moral conflict, this study sorts out
the situation of studies on teaching moral conflict at home and abroad from perspectives of con-
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cept and connotation of teaching moral conflict, research path, type research and coping strategies.
The research results show that studies on teaching moral conflict in China emphasize theoretical
analysis and ignore empirical analysis, which has caused the problems of unclear types of teaching
ethical conflicts and unclear coping strategies of teachers in China to a certain extent. Therefore,
it’s necessary to further broaden the research horizon, enrich the research content, and use diver-
sified research methods in the follow-up studies, so as to promote the systematization and specia-
lization of teaching moral conflict research.
