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Abstract

Based on the comparison between two sets of oral English textbooks, the maneuverability analysis
from the teacher’s angle in using these textbooks during class is made. The result shows that the
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three main features of highly operable oral English textbooks are 1) being comprehensive and in-
strumental in its topic and content selection, 2) being integrated and multi-modal in its presenta-
tion way of language material, 3) being relevant and brief in its designing of activities and tasks.
