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Abstract

Centered on consumerism and hedonism, the negative influence of pan-entertainment on the col-
lectivism of college students has been further expanded with the rapid development of the Inter-
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net. The negative impact is mainly manifested in three aspects: someone becomes self-centered,
has a weak collective consciousness, and does not get an appropriate understanding of the rela-
tionship between the collective and the individual. In this regard, the article proposes to optimize the
educational environment by creating a clean network environment and rendering a unique campus
culture; students should take part in group activities online or offline to broaden the approach of
education and to foster the vision of a cooperative community and set an example to strengthen col-
lege students’ self-education.
