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Abstract

The aim of the research is to study the relationship between gratitude and subjective well-being of
university students, with the self-esteem as the mediation role. The researcher gives out 329 cop-
ies of questionnaire to students from an University to gather the data of gratitude, self-esteem and
subjective well-being by using the questionnaire of grateful self-assessment scale, Rosenberg
self-esteem scale and subjective well-being scale. And the results are as follows: 1) self-esteem,
gratitude and subjective well-being are all positively correlate with each other; 2) self-esteem acts
as the role of partial mediation between gratitude and subjective well-being. Therefore, we draw
to the conclusion that the gratitude of college students affect theirs subjective well-being via
self-esteem.
