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Abstract

With the process of globalization, the increasing exchanges between China and abroad and the
reform of domestic university entrance examination policies, many large and medium-sized cities
in China have responded to the need for development by setting up pilot multilingual education
programme. However, the large demand of society for small language talents and the small pro-
portion of training such talents have resulted in a situation of oversupply, which has repeatedly
hindered the process of multilingual popularization and made it more difficult for multilingual
education to reach the grass-roots level. Therefore, the current situation of multilingual educa-
tion, such as the limited curriculum, unbalanced regional development, shortage of teaching re-
sources and teachers, and the uniformity of courses, needs to be alleviated urgently. This paper
will examine the current situation of foreign language learning in typical areas in the process of
rural revitalization and the various ways in which multilingual education can reach the grassroots,
based on the current situation of multilingual education in rural areas, with a view to breaking
through the bottleneck that is currently preventing multilingual education. Through research, it is
concluded that it is beneficial to optimize the existing problems of rural multilingual education by
innovating the talent training mode, strengthening the construction of teachers and increasing the
supply of education funds.
