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Abstract

With the continuous promotion of the new college entrance examination reform, reading and con-
tinuation writing as a new type of question has brought great challenges to teachers and students
preparing for the college entrance examination, and the corpus-assisted teaching of high school
English reading and continuation writing can help students quickly grasp the structure of reading
articles and putout authentic and realistic writing content. In this paper, the researcher used Ant-
Conc4.1.1 to assist in the interpretation of discourse, COCA to assist in the writing process of stu-
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dents, and iWrite2.0 to assist in essay review, in order to provide front-line English teachers with
ideas and theoretical guidance for teaching reading and continuation writing.
