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Abstract

This study adopts proximization theory to analyze discursive strategies in Biden’s 100t day
speech. It is found that politicians tend to use “we” and “other” to distinguish ODC and IDC in space
proximization. Besides, they extensively use present progressive tense to describe future, which
indicates an imminent danger in time proximization. What’s more, in value proximization, speak-
ers amplify ideology conflicts to emphasize the attach on inside value. In a word, Biden uses
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proximization to stress the approaching threat to convince the public that precautions should be
taken immediately to rationalize government’s policy. This study helps to reveal the implicit
ideological tendencies in political discourse, enabling us to better recognize the nature of political
discourse.
