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Abstract

Other-initiated repair is a conversational process in which the listener initiates cooperation to
solve problems such as language expression and comprehension deviation. Normally, the listener
initiates the repair on the speaker’s subsequent turn. The trouble sources of other corrections are
divided into three categories: speaker’s expression problems, listener’s identification problems,
and listener’s comprehension problems. Initiation strategies include request to recall, fixed-point
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questioning, speculative conformation, and negative questioning. Most of the initiation strategies
for speaker’s expression problems and listener’s identification problems are “request to recall” or
“fixed-point questioning”. When it comes to listener’s comprehension problems, “speculative con-
firmation” or “negative questioning” are used to initiate repair.
