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Abstract

The study studies Pearl S. Buck’s discourse A Debt to Dickens based on Martin’s attitude system
under appraisal theory. Pearl S. Buck’s identity as a “cultural marginal man” brought her a lot of
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anxiety and despair. In the early stage of her life, in the countryside with many oriental faces, the
villagers had a lot of prejudice against her exotic appearance, so she mostly used negative judg-
ment and appreciation resources to describe a period of lonely life; later on, after finding the joy of
the novel, she is addicted to the charm of reading, so she wrote about her brightness with more
positive judgment and appreciation resources. It is found that the number of judgment and ap-
preciation resources in the whole text is higher, and affect resources appear less. The attitude
system is conducive to analyzing the direction of feelings implied in the text and provides a new
perspective for readers to understand the text.
