Death compensation is compensation for the expected loss of income of the victim’s close relatives.

According to the relevant provisions of the Civil Code and the Civil Procedure Law, in addition to
the reasonable expenses paid for treatment and rehabilitation and the income reduced due to miss-
ing work, the infringer should also compensate for funeral expenses and death compensation. There-
fore, death compensation can be uniformly awarded in civil proceedings. However, the theoretical
and practical circles have not reached an agreement on whether death compensation should be sup-
ported in criminal incidental civil litigation in our country, which is in contradiction with the simple
civil litigation. In practice, the courts at all levels have different ways to support the death compen-
sation in the cases of torture and attachment, and even the judgments within the same court are very
different, which seriously affects the judicial authority. Therefore, it is of theoretical and practical
significance to clarify the nature of death compensation, explore the causes behind the problems
and put forward effective solutions.
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
