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Abstract

As an important part of the procuratorial power, the discretion of relative non-prosecution has a
core position in judicial practice. The application of relative non-prosecution in plea cases empha-
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sizes that for criminal cases with minor crimes, judicial measures appropriate to their criminal
responsibility can reduce the pre-trial detention rate to a certain extent, which can not only en-
sure the fight against crimes, but also protect human rights to the maximum extent, so as to better
repair social relations and improve the efficiency of social governance. Relative non-prosecution
and the system of leniency for pleading guilty and taking leniency are highly compatible in value
orientation. Under the background of the system of leniency for pleading guilty and taking lenien-
cy, it is necessary to moderately expand the application scope of relative non-prosecution and ex-
plore the application of relative non-prosecution in plea cases. This paper aims to deeply explore
the application of relative non-prosecution under the system of leniency for pleading guilty and
taking leniency, and to investigate the current operation status and problem analysis of the appli-
cation of relative non-prosecution in plea cases in China from practice. Specifically, the legislative
level of legal norms is fuzzy, the approval process is complex at the institutional level, and the su-
pervision is ineffective at the institutional level, so as to help improve the construction of the sys-
tem of relative non-prosecution in plea cases.
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
