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Abstract

Through investigation, it was found that there are currently problems with the low popularity of
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theme courses in rural kindergartens, the single way teachers engage in red culture activities, and
the need to improve the awareness of red culture in rural areas. Research proposes four theoreti-
cal ideas for red culture education in rural kindergartens: listening to children’s ideas and inno-
vating activity forms; combining local culture and teaching according to local conditions; empha-
sizing teacher literacy and adhering to the tradition of cultivating virtue and nurturing people;
improve the collaborative education model and inherit the concept of red education. Through
educational practice, research has proposed strategies to improve red culture education in rural
kindergartens: firstly, create a learning atmosphere for red culture, including conducting research
on red culture and learning to enter the community; utilize red resources to inherit red genes; the
second is multi sensory linkage learning, including reading red picture books, singing red songs,
and painting red scenes.
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
