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Abstract

With the reform of NMET, English writing after reading, as a new form of writing investigation, has
been formally added to the NMET English test paper, and occupies a large proportion in the whole
writing part. Writing is another important issue besides listening, speaking and reading. Part-of-
speech misuse, spelling mistakes and collocation mistakes abound. The purpose of this paper is to
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analyze the high-frequency errors in vocabulary after reading, analyze the causes of them, and put
forward corresponding correction strategies from the theory of error analysis.
