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Abstract

Objective: To study the relationship between Parental Rearing Style and normal Students’ aggres-
sive behavior. Method: 160 college students from normal university were investigated though Pa-
renting Style Questionnaire and Aggression Questionnaire. Results: (1) Significant grade differences
and major differences in university students’ Parental Rearing Style were observed. (2) There was
significant gender and major difference in college Students’ aggressive behavior. (3) There were
significant differences in aggressive behavior and anger between Parental Rearing Style and ag-
gressive behavior. (4) There was significant interaction between Parental Rearing Style and ag-
gressive behavior.
