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Abstract

With the rapid development of the Internet, many problems have emerged. College students are
not only a group with a large number of Internet users, but also an important part of social devel-
opment. This study used the revised positive emotion and negative emotion scale to measure the
impact of online language violence on college students’ emotions, and added gender factors to ex-
plore whether online language violence would have different effects on different genders. 32 col-
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lege students from a university in Guangdong participated in the study, with half of men and half
of women. Data analysis showed that online language violence would lead to a significant increase
in negative emotion and a significant decrease in positive emotion, but there was no significant
difference in emotional changes between men and women.
