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Abstract

Chinese excellent traditional culture is the crystallization of the Chinese nation’s wisdom and the
spirit’'s embodiment. The 18th National Congress of the Communist Party pointed out that we
should build the excellent traditional culture heritage system, carry forward the Chinese tradi-
tional culture, strengthen the construction of the quality of the citizens, and improve the level of
civic literacy.
