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Abstract

Historical materialism is a fundamental concept of Marxist philosophy, and it is important to
clearly clarify its connotation and extension. A review of the literature reveals that Marx never
used the concepts of “historical materialism” and “materialist conception of history” in his life, but
used “this conception of history” to refer to the content of “materialist conception of history”. He
never used the concepts of “historical materialism” and “materialist conception of history” in his
life. It is important to note that Engels, in the process of interpreting and using the concept of his-
torical materialism, puts more emphasis on class division and the class concept. It should be noted
that Engels, in his interpretation and use of the concept of historical materialism, emphasized the
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importance of class division and class struggle.
