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Abstract

Selecting 210 English teachers from 42 universities in China based on SPSS22.0, this paper intends
to explore the status quo of their identity in four perspectives: career identity, major identity,
personal identity and situated identity. The data from questionnaire and interview show certain
identity crises to which respective solutions are suggested. It is presented that: 1) The career
identity of university English teachers does not appear promising with a low level of professional
values. Therefore, it is suggested that teachers transform from knowledge imparter to academic
researcher. 2) Teachers’ major identity is influenced by their attitude towards language; accor-
dingly adjusting language landscape helps change their attitude and shape their global awareness.
3) Teachers’ personal identity crisis is reflected by their job burnout and opportunities for teacher
education should be provided to relieve this severity. 4) The overall low recognition of teachers’
situated identity requires organizational improvement of universities.
