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Abstract: Reports on typical characters has been a long traditional history news reporting way in China. It
reflects China’s typical characters in social and historical characteristics through the typical report. Although
it has played an important role in public opinion during the times of the revolution and construction in
China, there has been weakening phenomenon in recent years. The phenomenon comes from economic and
social reasons, and more reports can’t adapt the social needs along with the times. This article tries to re-
port the reasons causing the typical report weakening to explore the characteristics of typical characters in
China.
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
