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Abstract

Academic discourse socialization has attracted much attention in recent years, and this paper will
review the studies related to second language written academic discourse socialization. The paper,
by combing through the related studies, presents a critical review based on three major research
topics: academic writing practices, factors influencing the second language written academic dis-
course socialization, and identity construction in second language academic writing. Besides, the
paper discusses the future research possibilities in this field.
