On the Difference between the Right to
Erasure of Personal Information and the
Right to Be Forgotten

Abstract

With the rapid development of Internet technology, the security of personal information has be-
come increasingly prominent, and the risks of personal information leakage, hacking, and misuse
pose potential threats to both individuals and society. Article 47 of China’s Personal Information
Protection Law provides for the right to erasure, a provision that effectively protects personal
privacy and information security and strengthens the control of personal information by the sub-
ject of the information. However, the relationship between the right to erasure and the right to be
forgotten has been controversial in the academic circles, this paper attempts to analyze the de-
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velopment history of the right to erasure and the right to be forgotten, and then distinguish the
differences between the two.
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
