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Abstract: Through closely reading the text and analysis of the concept, this essay wants to show that most of
the German philosophers are nearly practical philosophers. Practical philosophers can be divided into two
groups: the contemplative and the active. Kant, Hegel and Husserl belong to the former, while Marx and
Heidegger belong to the latter. The conclusion is that practical philosophers are not hermits. They are deeply

concerned with human affairs.
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
