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Abstract

Marx’s dual transcendence of old German philosophy represents as the conversion of Marx’s
thinking mode, from the rational speculation of “people” to the real understanding of “person”.
Starting from the philosophy mission of “changing the world”, based on the theory of “reality per-
son and its historical development”, Marx completed the revolution from idealistic positivism to
real empirical science, which realized revolution from the old materialism world outlook to the
new historical materialism world outlook. Marx discarded old German philosophy of idealism and
old materialism, so as to realize the dual transcendence of materialism and idealism.
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
