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Abstract

In this study, we studied whether different emotions can affect the behavior of the helping beha-
viors. Experimental subjects were 23 Southwest University undergraduates in the years of 2010
and 2011, who were randomly divided into two groups (pleasant emotions and unpleasant mood
induction). They will complete an emotion measurement scale and then complete verbal exercise.
When they leave the lab, they will meet another person who is in need of help. The results showed
that the effects of gender and emotion on the behavior of helping others were not significant.
