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Abstract

The term “Helping for joy” is well known to all Chinese and it is highly appreciated. However, there
are fewer studies on its culture root reasons and its theoretical values. Analysis on its concept and
motivations demonstrates that the term of helping for joy not only has led the social fashion, but
also is a unique creation of Chinese culture, and also it simply discloses the mechanism of altruis-
tic behavior and the rich theoretical implications.
