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Abstract

Objective: To investigate the complications and treatments after facial plastic injection of soft tis-
sue filling agent. Methods: We observed 2 patients who admitted to our hospital and had received
facial injection of soft tissue filling agent in June 2016. The injection related complications were
properly treated and recorded for statistic analysis. Results: Early complications of these two pa-
tients included redness, bruising, blood vessel blocking, and nerve paralysis. All complications
were managed accordingly on time and eliminated. Conclusion: Certain complications will occur
when patients received facial injection. The severity of complications was related to the injected
location and methods. Facial filler could be safe and effective when performed in the regular in-
stitution.
