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Abstract

Based on the teaching needs of modern art design, the “teaching” and “learning” were discussed
systematically during the process of modern art design teaching: the teachers’ teaching, students’
learning, objective of teaching and learning, the function of teaching material, the relationship of
social demands and teaching, the professional courses and basic courses, theory and practice, and
the evaluation for the design works were included, which paid attention to both the teacher and
the student. It would be a basis for the virtuous cycle of modern art design teaching.
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
