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Abstract

Locke’s “government theory” was regarded as the beginning of the study of the origin of govern-
ment. The Second Treatise of Government demonstrated the legitimacy of the government from the
perspective of natural law, and then discussed the legitimacy of the government, that is, the use of
power and checks and balances. From the perspective of the legitimacy of the government, this ar-
ticle affirms the theoretical value of “government theory” in the contemporary era. This article
begins with the transfer of the natural rights of mankind, and summarizes the discussion about
the legitimacy of the government.
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
