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Abstract

There has been a long standpoint that the structure X-oriented is a class-affix, quasi-affix, or
semi-affix. Nevertheless, researches found that the definitions cannot define its true functions
properly. On the basis of the data extracted from the Corpus of COCA and BYU-BNC, this paper did
a research from the angle of Semantics via an analysis of contrast. It is believed that the structure
X-oriented should be considered to be a free-affix. The reasons and evidences are from its three
characteristics: separability, variability and decadence.
