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Abstract

In the post-religious era, the moral influence of religious ethics declines significantly. With the
secularization of religion, human beings gradually lose their moral belief. Literature is an impor-
tant means of moral education ever since its emergence, and its function of moral education in the
post-religious era matters a lot to the construction of human belief as well as to social harmony
and stability. Writers and literary critics should take the initiative and responsibility of social
moralization. Literature is neither the appendage of politics, nor the apparent dull preaching; its
educational influence should be exerted subtly from its aesthetical aspect. While the moralizing
function of literature is emphasized, it cannot be exaggerated to the extreme.
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
