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Abstract

In modern life, insurance is one of the effective means to avoid risks and carry out family financial
management in modern society. With economic development and social progress, people have al-
so paid more attention to family members’ personal security and family finances. In order to un-
derstand the status and problems of family insurance financial planning, this article analyzes the
attitudes and understanding of resident on insurance, based on the data obtained from the inves-
tigation and research on family insurance in Beijing, and has the following three questions: 1)
Compared to the risks of personal safety, people pay more attention to the risks of family property.
2) We have less effective preventive measures to against the existing insurance fraud issues. 3)
Many families still have prejudice against insurance. In response to the above issues, the following
suggestions are proposed: a) Strengthen the publicity of insurance financing, popularize the
knowledge of insurance financing and guarantee the authenticity of the content at the same time.
b) Insurance companies should pay more attention to insurance fraud. The company should set up
a special department for insurance fraud. c) The insurance industry should raise the threshold for
the employment of insurance, as only professional practitioners can strengthen the reliability of
customers.
