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Abstract

This paper investigated the influence of the left behind experience on social perception of college
students. Five hundred and eighteen college students (208 of them with left behind experience)
completed Agency-Communion-Inventory (Abele et al., 2016) to judge themselves, mother and
grandparents (caregivers). The results showed that: 1) college students with left behind expe-
rience had higher self evaluation in agency than their counterpart, and there was no significant
difference in communion. 2) Students with left behind experience rated their grandmother’s
agency and communion higher than their mother, while the students without left behind expe-
rience were exactly the reverse; they set mother’s agency and communion higher than their
grandmother.
