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Abstract

Taking an editorial from the New York Times as an analytical corpus, the paper aims to clarify how
the grammatical and semantic systems help construct the theme of editorial discourse. Under the
theoretical framework of Systemic Functional Grammar, the paper first conducts a detailed study
of the editorial discourse about its ideational meaning, interpersonal meaning, textual meaning,
and clause complex, based on which the paper then explores the overall structural development of
the discourse in light of genre. The last part gives a brief discussion of the social roots hidden be-
hind the discourse theme and various language resources.
