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Abstract

The porcelain ornaments of the Ming and Qing dynasties have reached the highest level of Chinese
ancient porcelain decoration in the aspects of technology, aesthetic value and symbolic meaning,
reflecting the life situation, aesthetic interest and cultural environment of the time. From the three
aspects of the structure, the symbolic connotation of the ornamentation and the beauty of the or-
namentation, the article analyzes the characteristics of the ornamentation of the plants in the
Ming and Qing Dynasties. It is believed that the ornamentation of the plants of the Ming and Qing
Dynasties is based on the ornamentation of the twine, which forms the basis of the decorative pat-
terns of modern porcelain. The same symbolic meaning, decorative structure and color and uten-
sils constitute the beauty of the overall form, especially in the beauty of harmony and balance.
