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Abstract

Taking the 197 documents of the Web of Science database in 2008 to 2017 as the original data,
using the scientific knowledge mapping tool CiteSpace 5.1, this paper combed the research vein of
foreign political psychology and explored the development of political psychology in recent years.
The results show that in the past ten years, the study of political psychology covered the individual,
group organization, state and culture, but still focused on the individual level; it provided scientif-
ic guidance to resolve international conflicts, but it was too pertinent and lack of universal theo-
retical support. In the future, political psychology should increase human input, broaden the
breadth and depth of research, and strengthen theoretical integration support.
