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Abstract

Working overtime is a long-standing phenomenon in the workplace in China. Chinese workers are
facing with general problems such as long overtime hours and unpaid overtime, and a series of
phenomena such as “karoshi”, which is caused by too long working hours have aroused the atten-
tion of the society. On the basis of existing literature on overtime issues, this paper introduces the
definition, classification and early theories about working overtime and summarizes the causes of
overtime and its consequences. Then, several main types of legal institutions of overtime around
the world are introduced, and suggestions about future research are proposed.
