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Abstract

The first Chinese and Japanese versions of Spencer’s Education (1860) are Yan Yongjing’s “The
Essentials of Learning” (1882) and Japanese scholar Ski Shinpachi’s “Spencer’s Education” (1880).
The Chinese and Japanese versions are independently written and the translation time is close,
which is the best material for contrastive study of neologisms and translation words in modern
China and Japan. This thesis investigates 91 groups of Chinese-Japanese translations from three
aspects: Chinese-Japanese homographs, Chinese-Japanese non-homographs and untranslated words.
The results show that the Japanese version corresponds to the English original words to a greater
extent in quantity and the translated words are more retained in modern Japanese. In addition,
homographs in contemporary Chinese and Japanese are a set of non-homographs in the Chinese
and Japanese versions, and the number of non-homographs far exceeds the number of homo-
graphs. The results of the study finally confirmed an argument: the influence of Chinese on Japa-
nese was significantly weakened in the 1880s, Japan did not need to borrow vocabulary from Chi-
na, and Chinese and Japanese were at a stage of relatively independent in creating the translation
words.
