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Abstract

With the expansion of multinational business activities in recent years, the behavior of transna-
tional corporations has been paid more and more attention. Corporate social responsibility has
become an important factor for multinational corporations in the global competition, and the re-
lated researches on corporate social responsibility of multinational corporations have become a
hot topic gradually. The purpose of this study is reviewing the key documents of the social respon-
sibility of multinational corporations and learning the development of corporate social responsi-
bility in multinational corporations. We first introduce the concept and related characteristics of
the social responsibility of transnational corporations, and then further learn the motive of the
social responsibility of transnational corporations, the way of taking social responsibility and the
main social responsibility content. Finally, on the basis of the relevant literature, we point out the
existing research problems and make a brief outlook.
