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Abstract

In recent years, the planning concept of Public Garden & Park City has been valued by national
leaders and experts in the world. Some cities in China have begun to practice the construction of
those cities. This paper starts with clarifying the academic definitions of garden, park and public
garden. Through analyzing the planning and practices of garden cities by combing the interna-
tional green city planning theory with green space as the primary ecological environment space
carrier, the academic concept of the Public Garden & Park City can be defined as: a garden-type
city with perfect green space system for public recreation and good quality of ecological landscape
environment so as to provide theoretical support for expanding the economic prosperity, ecologi-
cal harmony, beautiful landscape of China’s urban innovation development model.
