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Abstract

Purpose: The present study explored the relationships among the gay identity formation, the put-
ative responses of family members to same-sex orientation and disclosure of his sexual orienta-
tion. Methods: Questionnaire survey was used for data collection, and Pearson correlation analy-
sis, stepwise regression analysis and bootstrap test were used for statistical analysis. Results: The
correlation coefficient between gay identity formation and coming out to the family was signifi-
cant, and the results of stepwise regression analysis and mediating effect test reached the signi-
ficance level. Conclusion: 1) There was a significant positive correlation among the homosexual
identity, putative responses of family members and the degree of disclosure their same-sex orien-
tation to the family among Chinese gay men; 2) Gay identity and putative responses can signifi-
cantly predict the degree of Chinese gay men coming out to their family members; 3) Putative
responses play a partial mediating role between gay identity and disclosure of sexual orientation
to family members.
