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Abstract

Xunzi inherited the main idea of Confucius’ musical education thought, and developed it in terms
of the origin of “music”, the combination of “ritual and music” and the influence of “music” on
people’s inner feelings. Xunzi’s musical education thought basically represents the mainstream of
Confucian music thought during the Warring States Period.
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
